Each team is 
made up of five devices. Teams completed 
challenges ranging from service, trivia, 
science, math, engineering and ac�vity tasks. 
These games were sponsored by the Utah 4-
H STEM Department.
     The Sanpete Teams placed 1st on one 
challenge and 2nd in the other. These teams 
won great resources for our program. They 
won a 3D printer and a drone. We hope to 
be able to use these new items to expand 
our STEM Program and our Agri-Science 
Programs throughout the county.
