ENTRY RULES 
1.  Entries will be accepted between 1 p.m. to 7 p.m. on Monday at the Pavilion building located on the southwest  
     corner of the fairgrounds. 
2. Entry is open to all Cache County residents, 5 years and older.   
3. Each artist must fill out an entry tag for each art work and have identification on the back. 
4. Work must be original and completed within the past three years.  Work previously entered at the fair cannot be         
    entered again. 
5. No more than two entries per person per category in fine art. Limit of 6 entries per person.  
    No more than three entries per person in photography.  Children, K-5, only 2 entries allowed. 
6. Entries will be judged on Tuesday afternoon,  and the show will open at 11 a.m. on Thursday. 
7. Painting, drawing, pastels and printmaking entries must be framed and ready to hang with hook or wire.             
8. Photo entries do not need to be framed or matted but must be mounted on mount board and be ready to hang with                    
    attached hook or wire. Entries not prepared this way cannot be accepted. 
9. Pick up your entries the Monday following the fair between 8 & 10 a.m. and 4 & 7 p.m.  
10. Because of the family oriented nature of the Fair and this exhibit, objectionable or inappropriate items will not  
      be displayed. 
11. The fair will not be responsible for work not picked up by Monday, Aug. 10, or for any losses or damages. 

PRIZE MONEY 
1. Prize money will be given  out in the Home Arts Building, Friday, between the hours of 1 and 5 p.m.,                  
      or at the County Treasurer’s office,  located in the new County Administration Building,  the following week                 
      during regular business hours. 
2.   Professional and amateur adult divisions will receive prize money for ribbons as follows:   
      Blue: $5.00,  Red: $3.00, White: $2.00.  Best of Show for each division will be $10.00. 
3. High school, middle school, combined youth  and younger children divisions  will receive  prize  
      money for ribbons as follows: Blue: $3.00, Red: $2.00, White: $1.00.  Best of Show for each  
      division will be $10.00.  Limit of one ribbon/entry. 
4.   Artwork that is awarded “First Place” or “Best of Show” will qualify for the State Fair in September. If interested,     
      the artist is responsible for submitting their work to the State Fair. 
5.   Money will not be paid after October 1.      

JUDGING 
1.    The decisions of the judges will be final. 
2. In the event of limited numbers of entries, the judges may use discretion in making awards.  Judges may  
        not award any placing to an inferior item. 
3. In the event there is only one entry in a category and no competition, prize money and/or ribbons may 
       not be awarded. 
4.    Judges will be allowed to enter exhibits for display only. 
5. Adult amateur and professional fine art and photographic divisions will be judged in each category with  
       one each  blue, red and white ribbon awarded accordingly to quality and  quantity of entries.   
6. High school and middle school work will be judged in each category with blue, red and white ribbons  
       awarded according to quality and quantity of entries.  
7. Combined youth photography and younger children’s art work will be judged and all entries in these  
       divisions will receive a ribbon award. 
8.    All entries will receive a judging sheet. 
9. The People’s Choice Award winner will be decided from votes cast by visitors to the show. 
10. Work will be judged on the following criteria: overall design or composition, use of art elements, story  
       telling, craftsmanship and artistic merit. Each division will be judged separately. Study work, consisting of compositions or   
       drawings that are copied from the drawings, paintings or photos of other’s work or work done in paint-along classes, will be  
       displayed but will not be judged.
