Coverage Levels & Premium Subsidies

Individual amounts of insurance are based on:

e Grower’s 4-10 years of actual yield history,

e In the absence of four years of actual yield
history, use a combination of actual and
transitional yields.

e Selects a coverage level ranging from 50-75;

e Selects 55 to 100 percent of the price announced
by USDA.

o Catastrophic Risk Protection (CAT):

e Coverage Level: 50 percent
e Price Election: 55 percent.

Base and Harvest Price: To be announced
Grain (APH): $3.75 per bu
Silage (APH): $38.00 per ton

Cost of Insurance
The Agricultural Risk Protection Act of 2000 raised
the subsidies for federal crop insurance premiums
substantially.
e CAT coverage:
e Pay an application fee of $100; and
e 100 percent of the premiums subsidized.
e Higher coverage levels:
e Pay an application fee of $30; and
e Premiums subsidized at lower rates;
e USDA pays at least 50 percent of the
premium.
