GOALS, OBJECTIVES AND RULES OF THE


JUAB COUNTY BEEF CARCASS CONTEST
After considerable discussion, the committee felt that the goals and objectives of the contest could not be stated any better than in the following:


JUNIOR LIVESTOCK SHOWS - ARE THEY WORTH IT?

Before we discuss the merits of a junior livestock show, maybe we better define it.  First of all, it's not a junior livestock show, it's a youngster show where livestock are used as props or visual aids.  About 90% of the people who come to a show come to see their youngster or someone else's show themselves, and they had to have an animal in order to get into the ring.

A junior livestock project should never be sold as a money-making project.  It is a teaching project and should be sold as such.  What does it teach?

1)
It teaches youngsters to get along with people.  Showing animals, winning, getting beat, etc., helps youngsters to get along with others.

2)
Livestock feeding teaches responsibility.  It is the feeder's responsibility to hear the alarm 
clock and obey it.  If they learn nothing more than that, feeding is worthwhile.

3)
Junior projects teach youngsters to attend to details.  In livestock feeding and especially through life, it is the little things that count.  The person who goes the extra mile gets the job done.

4)
Decision making is the most painful task that a teenager has. The good animals shown this year, didn't just happen to be here.  Somebody planned it that way.

5)
Feeding teaches youngsters to plan.  Without a good planning job, we are sunk.

6)
Somewhere along the line, we hope our feeders will learn a little about livestock production.

We don't expect every youngster who feeds a club calf to become a beef cattle breeder; neither do we expect all little league baseball players to play for the majors.

Feeding is a family project.  I don't mean that the whole family does the work; I mean that the whole family must enjoy it.  Half the value of a project is lost, if the parents don't attend the show.

I think sometimes we are prone to look at investments through the wrong end of a telescope.  For example, we don't buy a car, we buy transportation; we don't buy a TV set, we buy entertainment, we don't miss a day of school, we gain a day of education.  By the same token, we don't invest toward a premium list or buy some youngster's calf or pig in a premium sale.  Rather than that, we invest in the future of some boy or girl, who in turn, helps to keep America the greatest country on earth.


WEIGH-IN RULES
1)
At the weigh-in, all steers must be tagged and broke to lead, so that they can be kept under control or they may be disqualified.  Tags will be available from the Extension office.

2)
There is no maximum weigh in weight. Maximum suggested weight limit at the first weigh-in is 950 lbs. with a suggested bottom weight of 750 lbs.  

3)
Each exhibitor may weigh in two steers or families may weigh in one steer per participant plus a floater that may be used by a member of that immediate family in case one steer is  unshowable.

4) County Fair weight limits for the Junior Livestock Auction will be 1050 lbs. net to 1300 lbs. net. Steers weighing less than 1050 lbs. will be sifted, but can be shown in a feeder steer class and showmanship class.  Steers weighing over 1300 lbs. will be sold at 1300 lbs. Any weight above 1300 lbs. will be donated to the buyer.


GENERAL RULES
1)
The committee of the carcass contest reserves the right to interpret all the rules in a manner which will be in the best interest of the show.

2)
The committee acts as an organization only; to bring together youth, parents and community members to create a worthwhile learning experience.  The committee will not guarantee sale of steers, assume any liability for loss, or property damage.

3)
Entries open only to resident 4-H and FFA members of Juab County.  Participants must be a resident of Juab County at the time of the first weigh in.  Exhibitors must be in the third grade but not less than 8 years of age as of January 1 of the current year.  Exhibitors can only show through the same season as their high school graduation but not past their 19th birthday.

4)
Steers must be fed and reside in Juab County from the weigh-in date until the fair.  Any 
market steer leaving the county during the ownership period must have it cleared through 

the department head or Extension Office.

5)
Exhibitors must participate in fitting and showmanship to take part in the contest or sale.  Animals used in the fitting and showmanship contest can only be used by one exhibitor.  The showmanship contest will be divided into three classes. Exhibitors will be divided by grade as of January 1.

A.
Senior class: 9th - 12th grade

B.
Junior class: 6th - 8th grade 

C.
Beginner class: 3rd - 5th grade

Awards will be presented to the top 3 winners in each class.

6)
Carcass contest participants can carry other livestock projects and show their animals, but will be limited to only one steer to take into the sale ring.

7)
Steers will be shown at halter and controlled.

8)
In order for the exhibitor to be eligible to participate in the contest or sale, a complete 4-H or FFA record book will be turned in to the 4-H office or FFA Advisor by Oct. 1 or prior to picking up their sales check.  These books need to follow the guidelines set by the 4-H office or the FFA department.

9)
Any member who has not completed the 4-H portfolio or FFA record book and picked up 
their check by 
December 31 of that year will have the booster money deposited in the 
auction account and will only receive the money for the actual market value of the 
animal.

10)
Steers from the eastern part of the county will be shrunk 3% at the fair weigh-in.  Steers from the western part of the county will not be shrunk.

11)
Exhibitors are required to dress neatly at both the show and sale.  FFA exhibitors must wear a FFA jacket or white shirt with an official FFA tie.  4-H exhibitors must wear a white shirt that buttons down the front, with a fold over collar with a 4-H emblem attached.  Failure to do so will result in the forfeiture of premium money.

12) 
All steers will be eligible to sell in the ring, providing that the exhibitor and the animal have met all other conditions of the contest.

13)
All steers are eligible to enter the carcass contest as long as the processing plants are able to process the steers.  In the event that carcass information is unable to be collected by show officials on steers processed at packers outside the local area, only steers processed at the local packing plants will be eligible for the carcass contest.  The number of steers processed locally will be determined by the number of steer carcass orders.  The committee will determine which steers will be used to fill the carcass orders.  All other steers will be eligible for the live show and auction but will not be entered in the carcass contest.

14)
Pictures will not be taken during the sale.  They will be taken before the sale.

15)
All animals will remain at the fair until Saturday night.  Exhibitors must care for the animals until Saturday evening or will forfeit premium money.

16)
All sales will be final when the animal leaves the auction ring.

17)
Only steers grading choice or select plus can win the carcass contest.  Contest premiums will be paid to five places: 1st - $100,   2nd - $75,   3rd - $50,   4th - $25,   5th - $20.

18)
The exhibitor will be paid as follows: Premiums (over the market price) paid by the buyer plus the actual amount paid by the packer for that steer, dressed or live weight, less a selling commission.

19)
The sales committee, auctioneer and staff of the fair accept no liability for injury or death of sale animals.  Animals are the responsibility of the exhibitor until packer or individual accepts delivery.  Packers or individual sale buyers have the right to refuse a sick or injured animal at time of loading and ownership of the animal reverts to the exhibitor.

20)
A condemned carcass will be the exhibitor’s loss.

21)
All protests shall be submitted in writing to the committee within two hours of the cause of the protest.

22)
Workshops will be held during the feeding period.  Participation in each event will add three points to your final score.  Maximum of 6 points.

23)
Because of health concerns related to the BSE problem, members and their parents or guardians maybe required to sign a form at the final county fair weigh in indicating the steer they are exhibiting is less than 30 months of age. Steers over 30 months of age are not eligible to participate in the auction or carcass contest.
