Exhibitor Enroliment Sheet/Contract & Medical
History/Waiver of Liability forms due for
for ALL Exhibitors on Monday, March 23, 2009

ALL 4-H & FFA Exhibitors and Parents/Guardians must
fill out the enclosed contract and return it (unless you have
already returned one) to the Summit County 4-H office by
Monday, March 23, 2009. (See contract/enroliment form for
details.) You will not receive a contract/enroliment
sheet if we already have received it for 2009. All family
members can be registered on one sheet. A Jr. Livestock
Enrollment Sheet is on the reverse side and also needs to
be completed by both 4-H and FFA members. Please
include both grade and age as of Jan 1%, 2009, where

requested.

Signatures are required by those who are enrolled as
indicated as well as a parent or guardian. In addition to the
livestock enrollment/contract form a medical history/waiver
of liability form is required to be filled out by all exhibitors by
the above deadline. This new requirement is mandatory by
the state 4-H office due to liability and tax reasons. There
will be no exceptions to this requirement.

This form must be filled out, signed and returned along
with a completed market livestock contract to the 4-H office
by March 23, 2009.

Your contract will be sent back to you if the above
mentioned form is not completed, signed and enclosed with
the contract.

Requirement For All New 4-H
Leaders/Volunteers

If you are a new 4-H livestock leader for the first time
and have not filled out the enclosed
4-H Volunteer Application form you will need to complete
the form and return it to the county 4-H office prior to
enrolling any youth in a 4-H club or project. All
information included on the form will be kept confidential.

(This form will not be
included in this letter if we already have your
information on file at the office.)

WEIGH-IN/TAGGING INFORMATION

Exhibitors (4-H/FFA) must have all market steers pre-
weighed and tagged according to the following schedule.

Tuesday, April 7" - 5:00 - 6:00 PM or
Wednesday, April 8" - 5:00 - 6:00 PM

All steers will be weighed and tagged at the Summit
County Stockyard Scales in Wanship. Exhibitors will be
charged $1.00/tag.
