Membership in
WAMG is $10 per year (or $35 for both WAMG and
Ogden Botanical Gardens), and is open only to those
people who have completed the Master Gardener
course in Utah or who have become a Certified Master
Gardener in any of the 50 states. The purpose of
WAMG s to:

A. Support, promote, assist and perpetuate the
continuing education activities and service for
the Master Gardeners associated with the We-
ber County Extension Office,

B. To promote and perpetuate the availability of
gardening information to the community,

C. Support the efforts of each current class of Mas-
ter Gardeners,

D. Support and promote the Ogden Botanical Gar-
dens and USU Extension Service related activi-
ties as directed by USU in Weber County, and

E. To engage in other activities related to garden-
ing that are consistent with the bylaws of the
organization.

These include workshops on multi-
ple gardening and plant topics, garden tours,
visits to local nurseries, etc. and are usually
limited to smaller groups than classes you
would find elsewhere.
