The Utah Apiary Inspection Act requires bee-
keepers to register their hives with Utah Depart-
ment of Agriculture and Food (UDAF). The
UDAF uses the registration database to contact
local beekeepers and arrange for precautionary
inspections to check for any signs of infections,

and to advise on what to do.
