STATE FAIR INFORMATION

Counties are to send or bring all 4-H exhibits except Department G (Plants, flowers, fruits and
vegetables) to the 4-H Building near the South Gate (Deseret Building) at the Utah State
Fairgrounds BETWEEN 9:00 AM TO 2:00 PM ON WEDNESDAY, SEPTEMBER 2, 2026. Early entries
cannot be accepted. Multiple counties may make arrangements to deliver exhibits together.
Counties must sign up for a time beforehand. Crops and garden exhibits must be brought BETWEEN
10:00 AM AND 1:00 PM ON WEDNESDAY, SEPTEMBER 9, 2026.

Counties are invited to coordinate with residents to drop off State Fair Open Class exhibits to the
State Fair early on 4-H Drop off day. For more information, email pamela.vanwagoner@usu.edu.

Counties are to enter all State Fair exhibits through EZFair which will be provided by Utah 4-H.
Counties who choose to use another program will be responsible for entering their exhibits into
the State Fair EZFair program. Please print one “State Fair Entry” list. Submit the completed lists
with entries submitted at the State 4-H Building on WEDNESDAY, SEPTEMBER 2, 2026.
Information requested is as follows: name of county, class number, first and last name of the

exhibitor, and a complete description (including color) of the exhibit as insurance against loss.
Please sort the list by exhibitor. Complete descriptions are required!

Counties are responsible for signing up for a time to collect the exhibits AFTER 12:00 PM AND
BEFORE 2:00 PM ON MONDAY, SEPTEMBER 21, 2026; all exhibits must be picked up at the 4-H
Building (Deseret Building) near the South Gate at the Utah State Fair.

The following judging and award guidelines will be used:
¢ Cloverbud entries will not be accepted.
e All entries will be judged.

e Entries deemed to be of superior quality will be recognized as such and receive a Best of
Show Rosette.

¢ More than one entry per class may receive the State Fair Honor Award, and should be
approximately 15% of the total entries in the department.

e Each 4-H member with entries in the fair will receive at least one (1) gate admission pass.
e Entries will receive premiums based on the Utah State Fair board budget.

GENERAL RULES

The following are the requirements for 4-H member participation:

You must be participants in a chartered 4-H Club.

4-H members must have been in the 3rd grade through the 12th grade and at least 8 years old
on September 1, 2024.

4-H members will be allowed to enter more than one exhibit per division, but no more than
one exhibit per class within the division. Exceptions to this rule are Food Preservation (3
bottles of different fruits and three bottles of different vegetables are allowed) and Gardening
(may enter two exhibits in each class but must be different varieties).

4-H members will be allowed an unlimited number of total entries.

As a result of the various growing seasons, fruits, vegetables, and vegetable creatures do not have

to compete first at the county level. However, they must be state level quality. Please check with

your county for requirements.

The following are the requirements and information for exhibits:

Each piece of an exhibit must be labeled with the exhibitor’s name and county. This includes
easels, small pieces and containers used for transporting items. Marker or painter’s tape are
great options for marking items.

A 3x5 card explaining the project is strongly recommended. This may include information
about the project, skills learned, years in project and other pertinent information.

Posters must be 22” X 33” or smaller.
Notebook binders must be 2 inches or smaller.
Displays must be 4’ X 4’ or smaller and be free-standing.

Collection boxes must be 325 square inches for bottom measurement or smaller and glass
covers must open at the top or side of the box. The glass must be secured so that glass will not
move when the box is properly displayed at the fair.

Exhibits must have a completed exhibit card attached securely to them. Exhibits with more
than one part must have an exhibit card attached to each part (humbered 1 of 3, 2 of 3, 3 of
3, etc.)

Food items need to be shelf stable and able to keep for more than a week without
refrigeration.

Frozen food products are not acceptable. Do not send food items that will spoil quickly. Food
will be sprayed with lacquer after judging for display purposes.

Exhibits that are normally hung on the wall must provide some means for attachment to the
wall.

Exhibits must be well made so they are stable enough to be moved.
Where display space is limited, only selected articles may be shown.

Baked products and gardening exhibits will not be returned without prior special
arrangements.



Items to be returned (hangers, easels, pie pans, cake stands, etc.) must be marked with the
name of the exhibitor and county.

Please indicate if the item was made from a kit.

Exhibits should not be school homework. If part of the project was done in school, please
include a note explaining what additional things the 4-H member did to make it into a 4-H
project.

Each year,
the exhibitor will need to update their information, maintaining the most pertinent information over
time. Content should be clearly identified as 4-H or non-4-H. Style of the resume and formatting are at the
discretion of the exhibitor. Applicants should include contact information, county, school grade, and year
in 4-H. Maximum 2 pages.



COVER LETTERS

The cover letter should be a narrative to accompany the resume. When applying for different 4-H

contests, leadership roles, etc., the cover letter should be tailored to the requirements of the
application. Maximum 1 page.

presentation of an exhibit or specific fair preferences are adaptable.

SPECIAL RULES FOR HOME CANNING

Canning rules are based on safe food preservation guidelines from approved sources (National Center
for Home Food Preservation (NCHFP), USU Extension and Pacific Northwest Extension, USDA, and Ball
Canning).

See: https://nchfp.uga.edu, http://canning.usu.edu, or www.freshpreserving.com

Only products of home kitchens are eligible.

Products entered must have been prepared by the person entering them. They must have
been prepared since the last state/county fair. Older products will not be accepted.

All entries must be in clean, standard canning jars with new, single-use two-piece lids and
rings. (i.e., no mayonnaise jars)

A one-quart or pint jar constitutes an exhibit for fruit, vegetables, or meat.

One standard-size canning jar constitutes an exhibit for preserves, conserves, pickles, and
relishes based on recommendations from an approved recipe.

One pint or 1/2-pint jar with lid constitutes an exhibit for jellies and jams.

Exhibits should be canned using research-tested recipes, i.e., USDA, Ball, Pectin brand name
or NCHFP guidelines issued in 2009 or later. Processing adjustments for altitude, time, or
pressure must be made and explained on the entry label.

All fresh fruits, jams, jellies, pickles, and relishes must be processed in a boiling water bath
and properly sealed. Entries processed in a steam canner will not be accepted.

No frozen jams or wax seals will be accepted. The presence of mold disqualifies a product.
All meats and vegetables must be processed in a pressure canner.

The exhibitor is requested to loosen the ring on the jar so judges can remove the ring and
examine the headspace.
