Rules 
  

 

1. Exhibitors may enter and show up to 2 goats.  
 

2. Goats must weigh at least 35 pounds to show in market classes. 
 

3. All goats will be required to have milk teeth in normal positions and no 
permanent teeth showing at the time of judging.  Any goat that has lost one 
or both of its milk teeth will be disqualified. 
 

4. Goats shall be healthy and free of any visible diseases or open sores. 
 

5. Goats will be required to be either disbudded or have horns tipped.  No 
sharp points will be allowed.  No tipping of the horns will be allowed on the 
grounds. 
 

6. Goats should be shorn uniformly 3/8” or less above the knees and the 
hocks. 
 

7. No painting, powdering, or artificial color will be allowed. 
 

8. Exhibitors will be allowed to use halters or collars in the show ring.  
 

9. Animals that endanger exhibitor(s) will be removed from the show. 
 

10. No unethical treatment or handling of the goats will be tolerated.  
 

11. Entry fee will be $15.00 per goat due on May 7, 2022. The entry fee will 
cover market and showmanship classes. 
 

12. Premiums: Exhibitors will receive $5 for showing in a market class and $3 
for showing in a showmanship class.  
 

13. No late entries accepted. Entry deadline is May 7, 2022.
