Help! What classes do I register for? 
 
SHOWMANSHIP: Showmanship is first based on age group (Jr, Int, Sr). If you’re new to showing in 
Showmanship, select Showmanship A. If you have participated in more than 3 Showmanship classes at 
any venue (4H, AKC, UKC, ASCA, etc.), you are now in the Showmanship B class. 
 
 OBEDIENCE: 

• Pre-Novice: Clover buds and 1st Year dog participants only 
• A-Divisions: handler’s 1st year at that level OR fewer than 3 qualifying scores in any venue at this 

level (4H, AKC, UKC, ASCA) 
• B-Divisions: handler has 3 or more qualifying scores at any venue at that level; handler previously 

participated in this level with a diOerent dog and earned 3+ qualifying scores

• B-Divisions: handler has 3 or more qualifying scores at any venue at that level; handler previously 
participated in this level with a diOerent dog and earned 3+ qualifying scores. 

Novice: Signs 1-36 (on-leash) 
Intermediate: Signs 1-118 (on-leash)
